On the Lines: HOTLINE

The woman at the other end of the line told me her story through exasperated tears. Six
months ago, her husband had been laid off from an advertizing firm at which he had worked
for 15 years. He spent the first three months after the lay-off looking for gainful
employment, but to no avail. The woman revealed that her husband had long been verbally
abusive to her, but now he was simply unbearable. Unable to cope with the recent blow to
his ego and to their bank account, he had transformed into somecne his wife hardly
recognized. He regained what little control he had over the household finances by limiting
his wife’s social interactions, spending patterns, and wardrobe choices. Soon, he was
using physical tactics to keep her in line with his new household rules.

=And this morning, | found out that | also lost my job,” the caller cried.

She was terrified to tell her husband, and she had no one in whom to confide about that
fear. She had been too ashamed to tell her conservative, middle-class family and friends
about her husband's abuse.

"¥ou are the only cne | could think to tell,” she confided. "I'm so relieved that you believe
me and that you aren't judging me for it.”

By the end of the call, the caller and | had created a plan that would allow her to tell her
husband about her job situation as safely as possible taking a first step towards safety.

On the Lines: HELPLINE

| had a chat with a mother whose daughter was in an emotionally and physically abusive
relationship. The relationship had bean going on for a few years, and the mother's concerns
regarding the abusive nature of the relationship were becoming more significant.

The mother had noticed that her daughter no longer participated in any of the activities that
she had cnce enjoyed, no longer spent time with her friends, and always seemed to in an
argument with her boyfriend. When the mother confronted her daughter about the
relationship, and how she aways seemed upset by it, the daughter quickly disregarded the
mother's concerns by saying that the mother was overreacting and imagining things. The
daughter always had an explanation for how the fight had been her fault or how the bruise
wasn't from him. When the mother explained to me all of the things that she had observed in
the relationship, and | identified each as a sign of abuse, she could not have been any more
relieved.
